Construction

. Cut all pieces to length.

. Cut slots in sides. Two of each are required. (see figure 1 below)

. Trial clamp top and bottom to sides and check for proper drawer fit.

. Pre drill holes for nails or screws while clamped.

. Unclamp and then surface sand all parts prior to final assembly.

. Reassemble using glue and screws or nails on all joints.

. Glue, nail or screw hard board strips behind smaller drawers for drawer stops.
. Attach back making sure cabinet is square.

. Install drawers and you are finished!
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NOTE: All slots 5/32 wide, 5/16 deep. Figure 1 * Center to center of all slots on same side.
